Request for information to be used in the report on how production of educational materials is organized around the world.  
Collaboration
When learning materials are developed in your country:
· Is there collaboration between government, publishers and schools? Is there an open dialogue, or does the government control the process? Are publishers involved in the development of curriculum and plans for learning materials, or are publishers just informed about the curriculum at the end of the process? 

· How much time do publishers have to prepare learning materials when curriculum changes have been decided?
· Is there a regular dialogue between publishers, schools and teachers about the curriculum and the curriculum change process?

Choice and innovation

When learning materials are developed in your country:
· Is there competition between publishers, or does the government choose a single (or a small number of) textbook(s) based on a tender process, or does a state-owned publishing house produce the learning materials?
· In the first or second cases above, does the government take control of the printing of books? Does the government demand that publishers hand over digital files, or that they give up the copyright to the works?
· How free are authors and publishers in developing new material: Does the curriculum provide strong guidance or specific instruction about the content of the learning materials, or does it outline more general learning goals?
· Is there a process whereby government authorities must approve learning materials before they are made available for sale or distribution?
· Do some specialised learning materials receive government funding, for instance learning material for minority languages?

· Who finances the development of learning material?

· Who buys learning materials: government, schools, or parents/students?

Local solutions

· How much of the content in learning materials is locally produced and how much imported?
